4. A person whose selfless acts of sharing and giving create a more positive team experience.
5. Someone who sets the example of excellence by being a role model themselves.
6. A person must have a sense of humor and fun loving side that is capable of laughter to ease tension and to create a team that enjoys competing together.

One of Art’s favorite sayings was, “If it was easy, everyone would do it.”  In other words, success comes from hard work.
Criteria
