WNY Track & Field and Cross Country Officials Association Scholarship

2011-2012 Applicant’s Packet
The Western New York Track & Field and Cross Country Officials Association will be awarding scholar-athletes awards to Section VI runners.  These awards will be in the form of a non-renewable stipend and a certificate highlighting the achievement.  It is hoped the stipend will be used for the purchase of books during the freshman year in college.  The awards are open to senior boys and girls who are members of their high school cross country team in leagues serviced by the WNY Officials Association.  On average, there will be an award for one girl and one boy in each of the leagues serviced by the same association.
Selection Criteria

The following criteria should be followed in the nomination of the student-athlete and in completing the Application Packet.  The completed packet will be judged on the following:
1. The applicant’s school is a member of Section VI or the Monsignor Martin Association.

2. The applicant’s scholastic record during their 4 years of high school.
3. Participates in extracurricular activities in school.
4. Activities in the community/church including clubs and any volunteer work.
5. Running ability, coach-ability, leadership qualities and attitude.

Completing the Application Packet

1. Applicant’s should complete their section of the application and meet with their Guidance Counselor to complete the remaining pages.  

2. Request your Guidance Counselor to complete the Scholastic & Personality form and OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPT of your academic work in school.

3. Coaches must complete the Coach’s Recommendation form.

4. The Application Packet should be sent in its entirety.  Missing pages will constitute an incomplete application.
5. Attached extra sheets as necessary.
6. Legibility, spelling, grammar, and punctuation will be scrutinized.

7. Information contained on the Applicant’s Form may be verified.
The Application Packet is a Word document and the information can be entered directly into the file.  Some minor formatting may be needed especially if additional pages are required.  Please take into account the finished product as it should look neat and professional.

When finished entering the pertinent information, save the file and then print it.  Sign and date the pages where a signature is required.
Submission of the Application Packet
